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Message

from the Chairman

Dear Supporter,

Every time I think about the horrific and cold-blooded murder of Mohammed Al-Dura, the 12-year-old boy
from Gaza who was shot dead as television cameras filmed his father’s desperate attempts to protect him, I
think about my own 12-year-old son. My heart sinks and my eyes tear. What could a father have done more
to protect his son other than rap himself around his son and get riddled as well with bullet holes all over his
body? The plight of Mohammed Al-Dura became the cause celebre of the Al-Agsa Intifada. The brutality of
the Israeli occupation could not have been more stark nor could it have been more repugnant.

As I present you with the annual report of the Palestine Children’s Relief Fund (PCRF) which lays out our
mission, activities and budgetary needs, I remind you that we came into existence to help save the lives of
young Palestinian children who were injured and maimed during the first Palestinian intifada.
Unfortunately, the Al-Agsa intifada has been more ferocious than the first intifada and has resulted in a
startling large number of casualties, in terms of people getting killed and injured, especially for a population
that barely exceeds two million residing in the Palestinian territories.

As I write this message to you, the number of Palestinians injured to-date is approaching 10,000 people. A
United Nations Special Rapporteur who conducted a mission to Palestine found that a “full 40%” of the
wounded were children.

Since our mission is to help provide free of charge life-saving medical care, not available in Palestine or the
Arab World, to injured and needy Palestinian children, imagine the new and overwhelming responsibility
that has been thrust upon us.

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Since its establishment in 1991, the PCRF has expanded its activities, to the extent its resources permitted,
to meet the rising and varied needs. We now have four main service programs. These are

1. Provide free medical care in the United States and Europe to injured and seriously ill Palestinian (and
other Arab) children whose medical needs require advanced care available only in the United States and
Europe;

2. Send medical missions to the Middle East from the United States and Europe to treat, on location, a large
number of injured and sick children, and when possible adults;

3. Train Arab medical professionals; and

4. Donate medical equipment and supplies.

We are especially proud to have expanded our mandate to help children and adults, not only from Palestine,
but from any part of the Arab World. This was-a deliberate decision adopted by the PCRF’s Board of Directors
to demonstrate to the Arab World that a Palestinian-American charity is committing itself to helping other
Arabs a small token of appreciation for what the Arab peoples have done, over the past several decades, to
help and support the Palestinian people.

Our work could never have succeeded without the generosity and the support of thousands of caring and
generous people like you. Our initial and significant financial support came from Americans, Arab-Americans,
Muslim-Americans and Arabs from all Arab countries.

Today, I appeal to you to help us meet the challenges ahead. Thanks to your generosity and support, we have
built a charitable institution to be proud of dedicated solely to help free of charge those Arab children who
need our desperate assistance for life-saving medical care.

My colleagues on the board of directors, the members of our medical advisory board, our hundreds of
volunteers, are honored and humbled by the responsibilities that we have all voluntarily agreed to shoulder.
All we ask is for your help and generous support to enable us to continue this philanthropic work, especially
at this critical juncture in the Palestinian people’s struggle for a just and lasting peace.

Medical Teams to the Middle East

In 2000, the PCRF sent several medical teams to Palestine, Lebanon and Iraq to provide important surgery
and other medical services for poor and needy patients who otherwise would not get the care they needed.
These teams are all volunteer doctors and nurses providing a service that is not readily available on a local
level. These teams not only are saving the lives of many sick and dying children, but also providing important
training and experience to local doctors and nurses.

Healing Hearts carzpaigre

Congenital Heart disease among Arab children in the Middle East is a terrible problem taking the lives of
hundreds of babies and children each year. According to Palestinian data, over 400 babies a year are born
with heart disease. The vast majority are unable to get treatment in Palestine. Since 1998, the PCRF has
worked with the Ministry of Health in Palestine to address this problem by sending expert teams of pediatric
cardiac surgeons from Europe and the US to do surgery in Ramallah Hospital. Not only are lives saved, but
local doctors and nurses are provided important expert training in cardiac surgery.

In early April, an eight member team of plastic surgeons and 1 1- Plastic Surgery team
nurses from Dallas, Texas were sent by the PCRF to treat | in Lebanon

burned and injured refugees in Lebanon. Led by surgeons
Dr. Kevin Hopkins, president of The Small World Foundation,
and Dr. Michael Schaefer from Chicago, the team did nearly
50 plastic and reconstructive operations at Haifa Hospital in
the Bourj Al Barajnah Refugee Camp in Beirut. This is the
first American surgical team to work in Palestinian refugees
camps since the civil war ended. The team worked with local
doctors and nurses from the Palestine Red Crescent Society.
It is the second time in a year that Dr. Hopkins has led a team
to do plastic surgery on Palestinians through the PCRE. In
August of 1999, his team worked at Rafidiah Hospital in
Nablus, Palestine. They will continue to work with the PCRF
again in the future as well.

In April, the PCRF sent a four member team of ophthalmic
surgeons from an American organization called “Sight to the
Blind” to Lebanon to provide sight-saving ophthalmic surgery
for poor refugees. This team worked for 10 days at Al-Hamshiry
Hospital near the Ein El-Hilwah Refugee Camp in Sidon,
Lebanon. They treated nearly 40 patients in need of cataract
and other eye surgery not available to them for economic reasons
in Lebanon. They brought with them tens of thousands of dollars
worth of donated medical supplies as well.

In mid-November, Dr. Francis Nathan and Baillie Brown went again through the PCRF to Lebanon to do

sight-saving surgery on poor and needy refugees. Working at Al-Hamshiry Hospital near the Ein el-Hilweh
Refugee Camp, the team again provided care and surgery on dozens of poor and needy refugees, while also
bringing tens of thousands of dollars worth of donated medical equipment and supplies.

I early November, the PCRF organized a second mission to Iraq to launch a pediatric cardiac surgery

program there for sick babies in need of surgery. Led by Professor Guido Van Nooten and Dr. Bert Suys, the
team visited several hospitals in Baghdad, as well as seeing many children in need of surgery currently not
available to them locally. In 2001, the PCRF hopes to begin providing much-needed surgery for these
babies, much like we have been doing with our “Healing Hearts” Campaign in Palestine for the past two

years.

Wheelchair Shipment

Wheelchair Shipment to Gaza In November, a large container of 200 high quality

wheelchairs arrived in Gaza through the Palestine Children’s Relief Fund. This
shipment was arranged by the PCRF through “Hope Haven International Ministries”
in the US and were distributed through the Ministry of Social Affairs in Gaza. This
is the second shipment of wheelchairs sent by the PCRF and Hope Haven to Gaza in
the past year and has helped to provide hundreds of poor handicapped children free

devices to improve and increase their mobility.

Projects and Programs for 2001

In 2001, the Palestine Children’s Relief Fund will continue to address the urgent medical crisis in Palestine. Since the
end of September, 2000, thousands of Arab children have suffered gunshot injuries in the West Bank and Gaza Strip.
Many of these children will need our help to heal their wounds. The PCRE will do its part to arrange and provide any
child injured there the medical care they need abroad for free. In addition, we already have an agreement with the
Palestinian Ministry of Health and the University of Gent in Belgium to provide 30 sick babies lifesaving open-heart
surgery. In addition, the PCRF will continue to sponsor volunteer teams of doctors and surgeons to travel to Palestine
to provide lifesaving surgery and medical care for sick and injured children in their own hospitals. Not only as part of
our “Healing Hearts” campaign for pediatric cardiac surgery, but also in other specialties and services as well. In
addition, we will continue to provide poor refugees in Jordan, Lebanon and Syrian medical care through visiting
volunteer surgery teams, or by taking Arab children outside for free medical care not available to them locally. In
2001, we are also opening a new medical relief program for Iraqi children. The PCRF is planning on sending medical
teams to Iraq to provide much needed medical care currently not available to them in that war torn country. The PCRE
is committed to continuing ousr humanitarian medical relief projects and programs for sick and injured Arab children
in the Middle East in the coming year. To do that, we need your help.
